Lots 2198-2200 of Colonial Embossed Revenue Stamped Paper are Ex-
tremely Rare “‘America’s’’ which seldom appear at auction. Scott catalog
values should be considered a guide to relative scarcity rather than a state-
ment of current market value. Virtually all of the “‘America’s'" are of Canadi-
an origin. All of these are from Montreal and are in French. A survey taken
in 1976 recorded only 105 *“‘America’s'’ in private hands with one major
collection not reporting.
