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FOREWORD 

It is with great pleasure that we offer herein the most important private collec­
tion of Clipper Ship Cards ever assembled. We believe that on ly abo ut 3000 cards 
survive today , in any condition, of which approximately two thirds are institution­
alized in museums and historic archives, and further believe this unrivaled collec­
tion is almost without exception , of the finest quality available. 

These cards are historically significant as the earliest form of multicolor busi­
ness advertising in America. Virtua lly all of the New York cards were printed by 
George F . Nesbitt and Co., printers of the first U.S. government stamped enve­
lopes . These cards first appeared in 1853 and were handed out by clipper ship 
company salesmen to firms wishing to transport equipment and supplies primarily 
to California . Speed of delivery and careful handling were of the utmost importance 
to east coast merchants, thus cards in addition to their colorful fancy printing and 
elaborate illustrations stressed attributes such as record trips of "107 Days", "AI 
Ship" , "Fast sailing and good delivery of cargo" and so on. Competition was keen 
in the 1850's and early 1860's which caused competing companies to incorporate 
spectacular designs into their advertising. Cards got larger and in some rare cases 
are quite oversized-perhaps suggesting "Bigger is Better." 

With the advent of the transcontinental railroad in 1869 , clipper ship business 
severely dwindled. Cards were still given out, but were no longer of the elaborate 
nature of their predecessors. As a result of their relatively ordinary appearance, the 
survival rate of these cards is considerably less. 

We believe that this catalog will be the definitive reference work on clipper 
ship cards. We also hope, buyer or not, that you are as fascinated as we have been 
admiring these wonderful examples of 19th century advertising in the United 
States.

The earliest cards were superceded around 1855 by somewhat larger and more impressive cards 
advertising sailings from New York to San Francisco. These cards show an interesting transition 
from the earliest cards to the standard cards and are very scarce .
