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Terms and. Abbreviations Used in Descriptions 

Centering 

The width of margins and the centering of the design with in perforations are graded in strict accordance 
with the Scott Standard Postage Stamp Catalogue standards. The following grades are used : 

Extremely Fine (EF):. Exceptionally large margins or near perfect cen tering. used to describe stamps 
which a re of superio r grade for the issue. 

Very Fine (VF): Normal size margins for th e issue and we ll-centered with design a bit closer to one side. 
Please note that this grade is superior to the one on which Scott Catalogue retail prices are based. 

Fine (F): Impe rforate stamps may have smaller than usual ma rgins and perfo rated stamps will be 
noticeably off-center. Issues before 1890 may have the design touched in places. If used, fairly lightly 
cancell ed. 

Very Good (VG): Attractive a ppearan ce, but marg in s or perforations may cut into. 

Good (G): Average off-centered exam pl e with slight faults . This cond ition is generally acceptable for 
multip les a nd rarities. 

Gum 

Stamps issued before 1900 sh o uld not be ex pected to have o riginal gum unl ess specifically stated in the 
description. 20th Century issues may be expected to have or iginal gum unl ess described otherwise. Terms 
used to cl escribe the condition of gum are as fo llows: 

Mint: As issued by th e post office an d n ever hinged. 

Original Gum (O.G. ): Stamp retains full o riginal gum showin g sli ght disturbance caused by previous 
hinge, whi ch may be prese n t or e ntire ly re moved . Early 19th centu ry stamps should be ex pected to show 
crack ling and toning in gum , which occurs naturally over time. 

Part Original Gum: Up to half o f th e gum is m iss ing. but the re mainin g portion is o rigin a l. 

Disturbed Original Gum: The gum is original to th e stamp . but has been noticeably affected by hinge 
removal a nd / or humidity, mount g lazing, etc. 

Hinge Mark: Noticeable area where hinge has been removed a nd gum has been redistributed . Stamps 
descr ibed with hinge marks may not be retu rn ed because of gum disturbance. 

Hinge Remnant (H.R.): All or part o f hinge re ma ining affixed to gum. 

Covers 

Minor nicks, tears and slight reduction from opening are to be expected in 19th century covers. Folded 
letters normally have tears in th e reverse and fi le folds. which will not be mentioned unless they affect 
the stamps or m a rkings. Light cleaning of covers is an accepted form of conservation and is not grounds 
for return of a lot. The terms "Extremely Fine", etc.. are meant to convey the ove rall appearance of 
cover, not the cond ition of an individual stamp. 

Catalogue Values and Estimates 

Unl ess otherwise noted, U.S . stamps are catalogued according to the Scott 1995 US Specialized Calalogue 
or Volum e 1 (previous editions have been used to catalogue certain Specia l Printings). Scott 1995 Volumes 
1-5 have been used for British and foreign stamps. The 1995 Sianle), Gibbons B,ilish Commonwealth Catalogue 
and other foreign cata logues are c ited where appropriate. 

Cata logue va lues are indicated by dec im al figures in the right colu mn (for example, "175.00"). Stamps 
in ext re m e ly fine qua lity and ite ms for which cata logue va lu es a re not ava ila bl e have bee n g iven estimate 
ra nges (fo r example "E. 750-1,000 "). Lots o ffered subj ec t to a rese rve will never be rese rved for mo re 
than th e estimate (usually a fract ion of th e estim ate).

Before now, we never knew that the 1869 Pictorial Issue stamps Without Grill and 
Imperforate Without Grill were printed in early 1869 prior to or at the time of the 
first printing. To discover why, please read the introduction to lots 199 and 200. 

How many SOc Trans-Mississippi plate blocks of six or larger do you think exist? 
To find out how many we turned up after searching hundreds of auction cata­
logues, see lot 259. 

We thought that the dollar values of the 1902 Issue did not exist together on a 
cover that was non-philatelic. We were wrong. To see this extraordinary usage, turn 
to lot 270. 

No one has ever seen a souvenir flight cover signed by Amelia Earhart and 
mailed eleven months after her disappearance during the ill-fated 1937 round-the­
world flight. Until now. For this new aerophilatelic discovery, see lot 302. 

What is the earliest dated letter mailed from Hawaii? If your answer is 1820, then 
you have not heard about the 1817 letter in lot 406. It pre-dates the arrival of the 
missionaries by three years. 

Every day we learn something new about stamps and postal history. We hope this 
Rarities sale catalogue will make fascinating reading and invite your participation in 
the sale.

While contrac t ma il carr ied by PM SS Co. was received in 
locked bags, letters p icked up en route were presumably postma rked by offi cia l 
route agents on board , as ev idenced by approx im ate ly twenty known examples of 
the rare route agent markings on cove rs. In thi s case, the lette r was se n t from Lima, 
Penl , o ut of the m ails in ca re of E. & T. Serruys Co ., th e Pa na ma fonvarding age nts.

In th e ligh t o f new kn owled ge a bo ut the 1869 Pic to ri a l Iss ue, we o ffe r t he se t of 1869 
Impe rforates With o ut Grill sta mps, each of which is unique. Research into th e printin g pla tes 
a nd dates of issu e fo r the 1869 Pi c to ri al Issue has es ta blished the With o ut Grill and 
Impe rfora te Without Grill sta mps as th e ea rliest o f th e 1869 printin gs . With this new sta tu s, 
th e 1869 24c Inve rt Imperfora te Witho ut Grill-o ffe r ed as lo t 200-beco mes th e ea rliest exa m­
pl e of a bi-co lo r in ve n in United Sta tes phila te ly, pre-d a tin g the regul a d y issued 1869 Inve ns 
a nd the 187 I Second Issue Reve n ue In ve rts. 

The seven sta mps first rece ived ca re ful scrutin y in 1945 a t th e tim e o f th e Co l. Edwa I-d H. R. 
Green aucti o ns. At the reques t o f Euge ne Costales, o ne of th e aucti o nee rs commission ed to sell 
part of th e massive Gree n es ta te, the se t o f 1869 Pi ctori a l Impe d o rates was exa min ed by 
Clare nce Bra ze l-, the fo re mos t a uthority o n Uni ted Sta tes essays a nd proofs. Bra ze r d e te r­
min ed that the seven stamps we re regular pla te impressio ns on no rmal stamp pape I- a nd not 
proo f impress io ns on India o r o the I- n o n-s ta mp pa p e r (Bie rm a n , The WOTld's GTeatest Stamp 
Gollee/oTs) . Afte r the Gree n a ucti o n in which th ese sta mps a ppea red toge ther for th e first time 
(Sess io n XIX, Costales, lots 16-2 2), the se t was submitted to T he Phil a te lic Foundation Expe rt 
Co mmi ttee , who issued cenifi ca tes in 1949 that ex plicitl y sta ted each stamp was " NOT a proof, 
but a genuin e impI-ess io n . .. a ppare ntl y impe rfo ra te ." This opini o n was confi r m ed in 1976 
(24c Inve rt) and in 1989 wh e n the Ex pe rt Co mmittee issu ed n e w ce rtifica tes fo r a ll seven 
sta mps. 

The 1869 Impe I-fNa te Without Grill sta mps have a lo ng hi sto ry. The 24c Inve rt was offe red in 
th e 14 th sale o f th e fa mo us Ferrary coll ect io n (Gilbe rt a ucti on , No v. 24-26, 1925, lot 33 1) and 
was la te r sold to Col. Green. Th e re is no known record o f th e othe I- six I c to 90c Imperforate 
With o ut Grill sta mps pl-io r to the G reen sal e . It see ms like ly th a t prior to Fe lTa r y's acqui sition 
o f th e 24c In ve rt , th e seven sta mps we re togeth er ; Fe rra r y mi ght h ave chosen th e Inve rt as a 
sp ec ia l vari e ty a nd passed on o r di sposed o f th e o th e rs, o r perh a ps he ne ve r sa w th e six 
" n OI-mal" stamps. 

The most sig nifi ca nt as pect of thi s se t a nd a clue to its d a te o f origin is th e presence of th e 15c 
T yp e I. It has been well establi sh ed tha t the T yp e 1 sta mps wer e pl-inted from plates 19/19 
(vi g ne tte/ fra me) durin g the firs t pl'inting of th e 1869 Pictori al Issu e in Febl-uary-March 1869. 
In May 1869 the second printin g comme nced , and th e 15c was pI-inted from tw o ne w pla tes, 
vig n ette pla te 23 a nd fr a me pl a te 23, the la tte l- ha ving changes in t he d es ig n tha t re prese nt 
T yp e 11. No Typ e I sta mps we re pmduced afte r the fir st printin g in Febru a r y-M a rch 1869, 
a nd th e Type 1 plates (# 19) we re neveT used again in the pToduction of stamps 01' pToofs a fte r th e 
fir st printin g. In evide nce o f thi s sta teme nt is the absence of an y pl a te pmof impressio ns o f the 
15c Type I, wh e l-eas th e subsequ e nt T ype 11 a nd Type III plates we re used to ma ke a wide 
va ri e ty of p m o f ma te ri a l d a tin g fmm 1869 to th e 18 79 In ve n s o n ca l-d.

The Humboldt Express was the last of six successive Western express services oper­
ated by Samuel W. Langton, who has been described by histol-ians as the most e n er­
getic and persevering of the numerous expl-essmen of the pe l-iod. Langton launched 
the Humboldt Express in February 1860 and oversaw its operation until hi s acci­
d e ntal d eath in 1864. Service was provided between the Humboldt mines in Nevada 
to Carson City, th e state cap ital. For transportation across this diflicult route, 25c 
was charged in addition to the $2.00 per letter fee. To facilitate prepayment of this 
surcharge , Langton issued the 1860 25c Brown adhesive stamp . The stamp , with its 
exceptionally detailed depiction of a stagecoach drawn by a four-horse team, is 
widely regarded as the finest example of a pictorial stamp issu ed by the numerous 
loca l posts operatin g in the U nited States between 1842 and the 1870's. The sty le, 
lettering, color and lithographic technique used to print Lan gton's stamp are id en­
tical to those of the Wells , Fargo & Co. pony express stamps of the same period, a nd 
it is accepted, though unproven, that the issu es of both companies were made by the 
same printer.
