Terms and Abbreviations Used in Descriptions 

Centering 

The width of ma rgins and th e centering of the d esign within per fo ra tio n s a re g raded in stri ct accorda nce 
with the Scott Standa rd Pos tage Stamp Cata logue standards. Th e fo llowin g g rades are used: 

Extremely Fine (EF): Exceptionally large margins or near pe rfec t cente ring, used to d escribe stamps 
whi ch are of superio r grade for the issue . 

Very Fine (VF): ormal size margins for the issue and well-cente red with desig n a bit closer to o ne side. 

Fine (F): Imperfora te stamps may have smalle r tha n usual ma rgins and pe rfo ra ted stamps will be 
no ticeably off-center. Issues before 1890 may have the desig n touch ed in places. If used , fa irly lightly 
can celled. 

Very Good (VG): Attrac ti ve appearan ce, but margins o r pe rforatio ns may cut into . 

Good (G): Ave rage o ff-ce nte red example with slight fa ults . Th is condi tio n is ge ne rally acceptable for 
mul tiples an d ra riti es. 

Gum 

Sta m ps issued before 1900 sh o uld not be expected to have origina l gum unl ess specifically stated in th e 
descriptio n. 20th Century issues may be expected to h ave or igina l gum unless described o therwise . T erms 
used to describe th e condition o f gum are as fo llows: 

Mint: As issued by th e pos t office and never hinged . 

Original Gum (O.G.): Stamp re ta ins full o rigin al gum showing sligh t disturba nce caused by previous 
hinge, which may be prese nt o r entire ly removed . Early 19th century stamps sho uld be expec ted to show 
crackling and to ning in gum , which occurs na tu rally ove r time . 

Part Original Gum: Up to half o f th e gum is mi ssing , bu t the re maining portion is origina l. 

Disturbed Original Gum: The gum is original to the stamp, but has been n o ticeably affec ted by hinge 
re moval and / or humi d ity, mount g lazing, e tc. 

Hinge Mark: Noticeable area whe re hin ge has been re moved and gum has been redistr ibuted . Stamps 
described with hinge marks may not be re turned because of gum disturbance . 

Hinge Remnant (H.R. ): All o r pa rt o f hinge re maining a ffix ed to gum. 

Covers 

Min o r nicks, tears an d slight reducti o n from o pe ning are to be expected in 19th century covers. Fo lded 
le tte rs normally have tea rs in the reve rse and fil e fo lds, which will n o t be menti o ned unless they affec t 
the stamps or markings. Light cleaning o f cove rs is an acce pted fo rm of co nse rvatio n and is not grounds 
fo r re turn o f a lot. The terms "Extre me ly Fine ", e tc. , a re meant to convey the overall appeara nce of 
cover, no t the co nditi o n of a n individua l stamp. 

Catalogue Values and Estimates 

Unless o therwise noted , U.S. stamps a re ca ta logued according to the Scott 1996 U.S. Specialized Catalogue 
o r Volume I (previo us editio n s have been used to ca ta logue ce rta in Specia l Prin tings). Scott 1996 or 1997 
Volumes 1-5 have bee n used fo r British and fore ign stamps. The 1996 Stanley Gibbons British Commonwealth 
Catalogue and o the r fo re ign ca talogues are cited wh e re appropriate . 

Catalogue va lues are indica ted by decimal figures in the right column (fo r example, "175. 00 "). Stamps 
in ex tremely fi ne quality and ite ms for whi ch ca talogue values are n o t available have bee n given estima te 
ranges (fo r example "E. 750-1 ,000") . Lo ts offe red subj ec t to a rese rve will neve r be reserved for mo re 
th an the estim a te (usua lly a fractio n o f the es tima te).

THE MULREADY PRESENTATION EXAMPLES 

FROM THE ROBERT WALLACE ARCHIVE 

1840, A Pair of Mulready Presentation Examples from the Robert Wallace 
Archive. The first item is a progressive die proof without value tablet, in Black on 
India, almost as issued except with fainter lines, folded to le ttersheet format (minor 
damp staining and splits along folds), with archival note in pencil in top margin: 

"Unfinished proof of Penny Postage Cover presented to Mr. Wallace by Rowland Hill, 
March 15th 1840". 

Three days later, the printing contract for the Mulreadys was awarded to William 
Clowes. 

The second item is a finished 2p Blue lettersheet (Stereo a91) on Dickinson thread 
paper, inscribed "Pro a!" over value tablet, with Wallace archival note in pencil in 
top panel : 

"Completed Penny Postage Stamp Cover presented to Mr. Wallace by the Right Han. Francis 
Thornhill Baring, April 15th, 1840". 

Francis Thornhill Baring was Chancellor of the Exchequer during the posta l 
reform. It was he who suggested that H enry Cole, who was responsible for selecting 
appropriate designs for th e new postage stamps and stationery, visit William 
Mulready. On April 15th , th e presentation date on this 2p lettersheet , H e nry Cole 
wrote to William Mulready, enclosing a 2p le ttersheet from stereo a99 (also 
inscribed "Proof' ) and stating "My dear Sir, H ere are specimens of the real thing"­
Mulready's first look at the finish ed examples of his d esign. 

A UN IQUE AN D HISTORI C PAIR OF MULREADYS, PRESENTED TO O NE OF THE LEADING 
POSTAL REFORMERS OF THE 19TH CENTURY BY THE MEN RESPO NS IBLE FOR T HE 
MULREADY'S CREATION. 

Robe rt Wallace was one of the foremost postal reformers of the 1830's and 1840's, 
and his efforts paved the way for cheap postage and Rowland Hill's reforms . As 
progress was made in the months before the May release of the Mulreadys, Wallace 
was ke pt abreast of the developments , as evidenced by these two examples linking 
Wallace with Rowland Hill, Francis Baring and the ill-fated Mulready stationery. 
T hese are the only examples known to us that are securely dated prior to May I, 
1840-none is contained in the Phillips collection a t the National Postal Museum in 
London.

The King-Harman Correspondence 

Constance King-Harrnan and Hugh Rose 

The following lots orIgmate from the famous King-Harman correspondence 
between Hugh Rose, the artist, an Constance King-Harman or members of 
her family. They represent the Victorian custom of illustrating envelopes with 
the greatest degree of ability and imagination. 

Captain, and later Lieutenant-Colonel, Hugh Rose (1863-1946) was a member 
of the Black Watch. He served in the Nile expedition of 1885-86, the Boer 
War in 1901-02 , and in Europe during the first World War. Constance King­
Harman (1871-1961) was the daughter of a general and the wife of Sir 
Charles King-Harman, a British overseas administrator and governor. 
Captain Rose developed a close relationship with the King-Harman family 
while he served as aide-de-camp to Charles King-Harman in Mauritius 
during the early 1890s. 

In addition to the obvious excellence of the artwork, the King-Harman corre­
spondence is noteworthy for the geographic origins and destinations. All of 
the following items are complete envelopes, painted in watercolor. Some have 
minor flap defects from mounting.
